The
specific form Agreement between theparties mayutilize defined terms other than those noted in the federal and/or
state law(s). Forpurposes ofthis exhibit, providermeans a licensed facility or licensed, registered or certified health
care professional(s) contracted to provide health care services under this Agreement.

1.3 Citations: Thecitations are current as of the date of this Exhibit. Recodification of statutory and/or regulatory
citations does not nullify the intent of the provision.

STATE LAW COORDINATING PROVISIONS: LOUISIANA

Where the statutory requirementis an additional obligation not otherwise specified in the Agreement, the parties a gree that
the statutory requirement willbe addedas an obligation. Where the statutory requirement specifically conflicts with a
current obligation, the statutory requirementshall take precedenceandreplace the existing obligation as to the statutory
requirement only, and shallnot void any other valid provision ofthis Agreement. The statutory requirements identified
below are limited to only those entities specifically covered by the statute.

2.1 Asrequired by LSA-R.S.22:1007(J)(1), provideris not required, as a condition of participation or continuation in the
providernetwork ofone or more health benefit plans of the managed care organization, to serve in the provider
network of alloradditional health benefit plans ofthe managed care organization. The managed care organization is
prohibited from terminating provider agreement based on the provider's refusal to serve in its network for such
additional plans.

GEOGRAPHIC EXCEPTIONS COORDINATING PROVISIONS: LOUISTANA

4.1 Professional Liability Insurance. As allowed by LSA-R.S. 40:1231.2, if provider participates in the Patient
Compensation Fund, provider will maintain professional liability insurance at minimum levels of $100,000 per
occurrence. Inthe eventproviderself-insures, such provider shall demonstrate financial responsibility at minimum
levels of $125,000.

4.2 Professional Liability and Comprehensive General Liability Insurance. Per LSA-R.S. 39:1538, if provider is a
member of the state agencies, as definedby LA Rev. Stat. Ann. §39:1527, such provider will maintain professional
liability insurance in the minimum amount of$500,000 per occurrence and comprehensive general liability insurance
in the minimum amount of $500,000 per occurrence.
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
